This information has been devel oped to provide you as much assistance as possible
to help you and your Council plan for KOV AR fund raising beginning with your appointment as the
Council KOVAR Chairman for this year’s KOVAR Fund Drive.

Y our Council, no doubt for your planning and leadership, chose you to lead the way
in this endeavor. Y ou can ensure the success of this year®campaign by planning, or ganizing, and
involving council members. Without these three ingredients, no fund raising venture can be
successful.

Planning isthe first step in the duties of Council KOVAR Chairman. The chairman
is expected to supervise and coordinate the whole operation and to gain the support of other members
of your Council. He must stay close enough to al activities to be able to monitor the performance of
others and ensure everything is continuing according to your established timetable.

The KOVAR drive is conducted on four specific days. The Chairman will need to
begin orchestration of this four-day activity early.

You must
request this permission in writing, stating the reason and specifying the alter nate dates you
wish to conduct your drive.

Werealizethat local conditions change, mathematical errorsare
made, and simple formulas do not work. The Board isgiving each Council the opportunity to
appeal the goal assigned. You must apply in writingtothe VP - Fundraising by thefirst
Friday, in March, with the following infor mation; 1) Assigned goal, 2) Reason why the goal is
being appealed, 3) Your council’s proposed new goal, and 4) Signed by Grand Knight and local
KOVAR Chair.

We have asked each District Deputy to appoint a District KOVAR Chair.
Y ou should contact him with any problems, questions or observations you might have. Get to know
this Chairman, as he will want to assist you in any way possible. Additionally, Board members and |
are always available to assist you in any way possible to help us achieve our goal for this fraternd
year.

Attention: District Deputies. The KOVAR Board offersan award to the DD.
You will be presented a plague and entered into the Hall of Fame at the or ganization meetingin
July of theyear following thedrive. All your councils must qualify for GOAL Award. We
have decided to eliminate college councils from the count. GOOD LUCK!!!

KOVAR FUND-RAISING PROGRAM
GENERAL INFORMATION

LOCATIONS. The best starting point for determining the locations to be solicited is last year®
program. Y ou should have some forehand knowledge as to the best time to solicit and whether the
locations were properly manned.

Some examples of locations to be solicited are:

1. Key street intersections for both auto and sidewalk traffic.

2. Bank or Savings and Loan Buildings.

3. Shopping centers or malls.
4. Railroad commuter stations.
5. Specia community functions (sporting events, county fairs, etc.)

6. ABC stores

Asamatter of courtesy, it isimportant that you write business establishments for permission
to solicit. Some businesses might object and it is better to ask first, to avoid a public confrontation on
the day of thedrive. A sample letter isincluded in this section.

In areas where there is more than one Council, it is suggested that you honor your neighbors©
"territoria limits," whether they be well defined or not. If you know that a neighboring Council does
not cover akey location, advise that Council® Grand Knight that you would like the location. Avoid
any public bickering by clearing the air before the drive. In areas with many councils, such as
Northern Virginia, it would be appropriate to coordinate collection sites within a District among the
District Councils through the District KOVAR Chairman.

Asaword of caution, don®spread yourself too thin, i.e.; don®attempt to try to cover too many
locations if you don®have the manpower. Make location assignments for the best locations first and
cover the poorer ones last.

Some Councils have found it advantageous to leave cans in the stores of local merchants.
Should you decide to do this, here are some useful tips:

Have the can displayed for a month before the drive.

Do not leave Tootsie Rolls with the can.

Mount the can on a piece of cardboard or a poster.

Record the stores where cans are displayed to make sure they will all be picked up.
Arrange with the merchant to identify persons picking up the cans.

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POSTERS. Be sure to assign a group to distribute the KOV AR Posters no sooner than three weeks
before the Drive. Place the posters in prominent places throughout the community. Distribution of the
posters helps to ensure that people are aware of the upcoming collection campaign and will help make
your drive a success. Posters left at home or in the council home will not help you to be more
successful than last year. GET HELP, GET OUT AND DISTRIBUTE THEM TO THE
COMMUNITY.

NEXT STEP.......

Have you checked to make sure a permit has been obtained in your community, if required???? DO
IT NOW! Go to the City Hall and apply for a permit. Approach your Mayor or City Manager for a
Proclamation. Proclaim April 14 —17, 2005 as Knights of Columbus HELPING Persons with Mental
Retardation Days. Make sure you get copies of the proclamation published in your local

newspaper(s).

IMPORTANT....

Make sure permission has been granted from each of the proprietors, owners, managers, etc., of the
establishments where the workers will do the actual soliciting. Don®take the chance of "creating a
conflict, or stepping on anyone®toes.” Our campaign cannot afford negative attitudes. If you believe
it®necessary, obtain the permission in writing.

PUBLICITY. Work on all the possible media at your disposal, such as through news releases, radio
announcements, Council Bulletins, Church Bulletins, etc. Don®forget anything you can do to
promote the campaign.

DISTRIBUTION OF TOOTSIE ROLLS. Remember the Knights do not sell the candy. It isfor
distribution and a smile to anyone and let them know what you are collecting funds for in your drive.
Y ou might be surprised how much the donors will be willing to give when you give them asimple
explanation and asmile.

Convention, | solicit your cooperation in filing your reports (KOVAR FUND RAISING REPORT
& 2005 KOVAR CHARITY DRIVE EVALUATION REPORT) in atimely manner. Y our efforts
will makeit all work for the KOVAR drive.

To ensure that a grant request will be considered
at a KOVAR Board meeting a properly completed grant package MUST be received at |east five weeks
prior to one of the six bi-monthly meetings. KOV AR cannot guarantee that incomplete grant packages or
requests received after the cut-off date will be reviewed at the ensuing Board meeting. KOVAR will only
fund requests for goods and services to assist mentaly retarded citizens of the Commonwealth of
Virginia. KOVAR requires grant recipients to submit receipts or documentation that goods or services
requested were received, including submitting periodic reports on the disposition of grant funds. KOVAR
is a Virginia tax-exempt organization and reserves the right to purchase products directly in lieu of
including taxes to non-exempt recipients.

GRANT PACKAGE REQUIREMENTS

An original grant package and fourteen copies containing all the following reguired information must be
submitted to the officers listed below, before the cut-off date.

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WORKPLACE GIVING
WORK PLACE FUND RAISING

GENERAL

One of the largest sources of funds for KOV AR each year comesin the form of donations from
persons giving in their workplace. Combined Federal Campaign, Combined Virginia Campaign
and the United Way campaign in most of the workplaces in the state and provide the means for
regular payday deductions from paychecks for charity. These donationsto KOVAR have been
growing over the past several years. In the 1999 campaign, councils received credit for more than
$65,000 in donations by this method, merely by submitting a copy of the donor’ s designation of
fundsto KOVAR. We regularly receive more than what councils are credited with by donations
from persons not in the Knights of Columbus and Knights who did not turn in a copy of their
designation to their Council.

One of the reasons for this early issue of the KOV AR campaign materia isto prepare KOVAR
chairmen for these campaigns so they may take maximum advantage of the opportunity to raise
funds without standing in front of storefronts. Please take this opportunity to familiarize yourself
with this fund raising so you may take full advantage of it when it presentsitself in the Fall of this
year in our area.

BACKGROUND

KOVAR is associated with Local Independent Charities (LIC), an organization that assists 501
c.(3) organizations in participating in workplace giving campaigns. LIC submits applications
prepared by KOV AR to al appropriate agencies for which we are eligible, and advises us of
requirements, deadlines, new campaigns, changes in requirements and anything necessary to
assure we are represented in the workplace. LIC collects the monies donated and forwards it to us
along with lists of donors requesting acknowledgement of receipt of their pledge. We send letters
to these people, deposit the money and submit applications for LIC to process for the next
campaign season.

LIC provides a number of servicesto KOVAR. They diligently pursue collecting money due to
us from the various campaigns for which we are registered. If we are not paid, they are not paid.
They provide marketing technigue counseling, promotional events and speaker opportunities
notification, inclusion in their advertising campaigns with an opportunity to buy display ads, fax
on demand service of our information direct to donors and aworld wide web site with a secure
donor service alowing on line donations (www.lic.org). KOVAR hasadded a donor button to
our web page connecting to the LI C secure donor service, allowing personswho visit our
pageto make direct donations. Capabilitiesinclude, checks, credit card and payroll deductions,
either directly or by mail/fax. We share with other members donations made directly to LIC for
distribution to its member agencies.
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We areregistered for CFC in the National Capital Region, CFC in Norfolk area, and CVC
statewide. Federal employees and state government employees will all have the opportunity to
donate in the workplace. We are registered with United Way of Central Virginia, and United Way
Washington DC National Capital Area. These are known as Independent Corporate Campaigns,
open to non-governmental organizations. There are two types of these campaigns:

1 United Way Only Campaigns. Only United Way agencies are admitted.
Usually, a"Donor Option” gift isallowed if the donor knows the agency he or she wants
to give to and that agency®address.

2. United Way " Shared" Campaigns: United Way approved agencies or agencies
of United Way approved federations are admitted. LIC represents usin the DC Nationa
Capital Area Campaign.

3. Other United Way: There are nearly 100 separate United Way Campaignsin the
state of Virginia. The central UW office in Richmond cannot register agencies for all
these campaigns, principally because each local campaign services only United Way
agenciesin their area. It is often possible to donate to KOV AR through these campaigns
using the "Donor Option" but some of these campaigns require agencies wanting to be
included to register separately. Administratively, thisis an impossible task for KOVAR.
Councils wanting to use this option locally should check with the UW office running the
campaign in the local area. They may allow KOV AR to register with them through you as
the local contact/presence. If so, contact the VP for Fund Raising and we will send you
the necessary supporting documents.

PARTICIPATING IN THE CAMPAIGNS

We have done several things to give us agood start in the campaigns and will continue to market
through this meansin the future. We have a good write up for the campaign brochures, and our
overhead rate is 3.5%, which is exceptionally good and attractive to workplace givers. We thank
previous donors and try to maintain contact through the year. We will be sending aletter to all of
our past donors in September to remind them of us. We do not solicit direct donations from these
people as the marketing advice is to thank and inform but never try to convert. Conversion
attempts almost guarantee loss of support.

Marketing advice from LIC is to “advertise our name but not our code number”.
There is no such thing as a "universal" campaign code number - at least not yet. If you
or we print a code number in an ad, newsletter, pre-campaign promotional letter, we risk
having the donor unintentionally give to an entirely different organization because we
have a different code number in each campaign. We must promote our organizational
name, preferably using the phrase "Knights of Virginia Assisting Persons with MR -
KOVAR". Most campaign brochures list participating charities alphabetically by name.
NONE list charities by sequential code nhumber. If we publicize our name, donors WILL
find us.
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This year, after the campaign, we will be surveying our donors to determine why they chose us.
We believe we may be able to gather some information to help use target this campaign with the
right kind of publicity to make it even better.

Organize, Publicize, and Advertise. Three good words to promote any event but key to this
campaign. You will want to arm your council members with flyers and brochures about KOVAR.
Y ou can make up flyers. We will provide brochures. Ask them to carry these materialsinto their
workplace and share them with their fellow workers. Ask them to otherwise spread the word
about the various campaigns in which we participate. If each of them influences 5 or 10 co-
workers, who may also influence other workers, we will get great publicity at little expense.
September and October are the time to do thiswell. We will also work with LIC for targeted
advertising they put out to the various campaigns.

Nurtureloyal givers, but target the 80 percent who give on impulse. The "impulse givers'
know which cause they want to support, but don®necessarily know which specific organizations
are doing thiswork. Focus any materials you prepare on our success stories beyond any clinical
definitions of how and why we do what we do. Go to local service providers for the mentally
retarded in your area, especialy if we have directly assisted them. Use the listing of grants
provided in last years KOV AR book as a staring point. We will update that by the next state
meeting and provide that as an insert to your book. Theimpulse giver istheprimary target in
these campaigns and they want o know our successesin human terms. Givethem the
information.

CONCLUSION
The information given in this write up will help you in your efforts this year but there will aways

be questions. Fed free to contact any one of the board members and we will help you to the best of our
ability. Remember, you can receive credit toward your goal for workplace giving but only if you can
provide a copy of the donors pledge designating KOVAR as a recipient. The donor may omit their
identification and the donor does not need to be a council member. Payroll deductions are "T he gift that
keepson giving". Do your best to maximize this portion of the 2005-2006 fund raising drive.
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
